Drama, perhaps more than any other communicative media, has the ability to 
capture a moment of life, entrance a viewer, and sneak in the back door of the 
intellect to suggest new ideas, stimulate thought, move emotions and motivate 
action. 

At C3 COLLEGE, acting is taught from a "high ground" perspective. Jesus is the 
character our life is to portray, and from that high ground we venture to put on the 
masks of other characters, practicing the ability to act, then take off the masks and 
remain on the high ground. The emphasis is on voice, movement and 
characterisation, improvisation and text analysis from a high level of both secular and 
biblical teaching. These skills are then practiced in class. Students will also gain 
practical experience on both stage and film. 

We encourage the Acting students to participate in as much performance work as 
possible during their time at C3 COLLEGE. This will mean anything from a class 
production to running performances in the church, youth groups, and local high 
schools.
