Minimum academic requirements for admission to C3 College programs are either:  
¶ Either completed High School with High School Certificate/Senior Certificate (year 12) or School Certificate (year 10) and 

Tertiary certification (Australia/New Zealand) 
¶ High School Diploma (Grade 12/Senior USA). 
¶ Completed ñA Levelsò (England) 
Or equivalent in your country. 
 

Mature Age Entry 
Applicants seeking Mature Age Entry must be a minimum of 23 years. 
 
Mature Age Entry is provided for those applicants who have not completed formal education qualifications. We understand that 
there are many people who will be in this position, and who will be excellent students.  We ask that you provide us with 
supporting information in the following areas:

¶ underwrite all of your study-related and living expenses for the full duration of your studies at C3 College. 

 
Please note that while you are under 18 years of age, your parents and C3 College must approve all of your arrangements for 
accommodation, welfare and support, and all changes to these arrangements.  
 

Students with English as a Second Language  

Applicants applying for C3 College with English as a second language need a minimum overall score of ‘5.5 on the IELTS 
(International English Language Testing System). 
 

Prospective students should check the IELTS website – www.ielts.org to find their nearest testing centre to arrange a test.  The 

student will be tested at the centre (a General Training level test is appropriate for our courses) in listening, speaking, reading 
and writing English. The centre will provide a report to the student and to the College on the student’s English skills in each of the 
above areas. The cost to the student varies from country to country, from about $AUD150 to $AUD300.  The report is valid for 
two years, and can be used to apply to any institution. 

 

RPL 
Recognition of Prior Learning (ñRPLò) means recognition of competencies currently held, regardless of how, when or where the 
learning occurred.  When C3 College graduates a student, we are endorsing that he/she has achieved all of the competencies set 
out in the learning packages.  Under the Australian Quality Training Framework, competencies may be attained in a number of 
ways. This includes through any combination of formal or informal training and education, work experience or general life 
experience.  C3 College recognises the AQF qualifications and Statements of Attainment issued by any other Registered Training 
Organisation. 
 
If a student has already achieved competencies associated with their program before undertaking the relevant training in C3 
College, C3 College can award them RPL, ie. they are credited with these competencies without undertaking the relevant modules/ 
units of competence of their program.  RPL is only granted if doing so will not result in students being disadvantaged in related 
modules/units of competence.  Such disadvantage can occur through students not learning information taught by C3 College in 
the modules/units for which RPL has been applied.  

All information about applying for RPL can be provided once enrolled.  
 

Tuition Fees 
Tuition fees are payable in the following manner: 
 
1. Before the first week of College with a 5% discount for payment of the full yearôs fees for full-time attendance.  

If attendance is discontinued, the discount is discontinued retrospective to Term 1 (or the commencement of study). 
OR 
 

2. Each term in advance.  Payment for the full term prior to attendance at the first class is mandatory and no discount applies 
for payments by the term.  Students should also note that they are liable for the full term, even if they should withdraw 
before the end of term. 

 

Accommodation 
Christian City Church Ministry Training College operates as a non-residential College.  Students are therefore responsible for their 
own accommodation arrangements and they should not rely on the College for assistance.  C3 College staff will assist with 
suggestions and accommodation options that are made available to us.   
 
¶ Boarding 
In some cases, boarding opportunities with one of our church families may be available. These arrangements normally include a 
furnished bedroom, meals and utilities (excluding telephone) for around AUD$160 per week upwards. 
 
¶ Sharing 
The Sydney Northern Beaches area (where the College is situated) has many rental properties.  It is common for students to 
share a flat or house.  Under these arrangements, rent is normally around AUD$150 per person, and utility and food costs are 
shared as extra costs. 

Please contact the C3 College office if you require assistance in finding accommodation. 
 

Transport 
The Church and College campus are in Oxford Falls, which is a 10-minute drive inland from the beaches. We are close to shopping 
malls and only 20-minutes from the Manly Ferry.  However, there is no public transport directly to the College. The closest bus 
stop is a 20-minute walk away, so we recommend that if possible you plan to buy a car while here or that you arrange to car-pool 
with other students. The C3 College staff will assist you as much as possible to arrange car-pooling options should these be 
required.

Applicants audition for Drums:  All applicants living in Sydney are required to do a live audition; all overseas and 
interstate applicants are to submit a video performing the following: 
1. Styles ï Please perform one piece in each of the following styles: Rock/Pop in 4/4, Rock/Pop in 6/8, 16th Shuffle 
& Blues Shuffle. 
2.Technique – Drummers need to show a level of competence in the technical aspect of drumming.  Please show 
your ability to play the following rudiments, playing 30 seconds non-stop - Paradiddle, Double Paradiddle, Double 
Stroke Roll, Single Stroke Roll &  Buzz Roll. 
3. Reading -  Please perform the attached Drum Audition Reading sheet on snare drum at 90bpm  (see page 10) 

Vocals - All applicants are to submit a Video, DVD or CD.  Auditions must include the applicant performing 2 x 

contemporary songs of different styles, one of which must show an ability to sing harmony.  Recording must be of 
good quality. 

Songwriting - Audio tape/video/CD including lyric sheets and music charts of at least 3 pieces.  Recording 

must be of good quality. 

Dance - All applicants living in Sydney are required to do a live audition; All overseas and interstate applicants are 

to submit a video demonstrating the following:  Dance technique in either ballet, jazz, or contemporary is required.  
For example in Jazz, demonstrating a series of turns and jumps and in ballet demonstrating a basic barre. This is to 
see the full range of the applicantôs capabilities. 
 
If available, the applicant should include a video of a live performance (as a solo or within a dance ensemble).  This 
should preferably be in a style different to the one demonstrated in technique although the same style demonstrated 
in both performance and technique is acceptable.  
 
A detailed written outline of the applicantôs dance history and experience.  The written history must outline any 
dance training and performances.  Copies of any applicable reports and the applicantôs vision for their future in dance 
is to be included. 
 
The applicant must submit a medical certificate from a Physiotherapist/Sports Doctor addressing the applicantôs 
capacity to study dance full/part time.
